· Wheel support will be wheels in / wheels out unless 20+ sets of wheels are supplied, then it would be neutral wheels. 
· Numbers need to be pinned on the right (American) and center (European).
· Results will be posted at the registration table and online at www.msucyclingteam.com.
· Late registration will be open at the road race venue start/finish area from 6:15 AM until 20 minutes before your category starts.
· A limited supply of water and energy drinks will be supplied on-site, so please try to make an effort to bring your own.  The feed zone is on McKinney Road, less than a mile from the start/finish on a small rise. 
· Junior Rollout will be located at the start / finish area; junior gear restrictions will be enforced.
· NO HOT SPOT POINT BONUSES OFFERED TODAY in either event, all hot spots are at the criterium.
	Saturday, April 17 – Street Sprints & Block Party
proudly presented by the MSU Cycling Team
Come make history!  We are very pleased to announce the first (ever!) Street Sprints to be hosted as a collegiate cycling event for Conference points.  Our course is about 250 meters long, with a long run-off section to slow down; we will run 4-up sprints.  Street sprints are not single elimination events.  The minimum number of riders that will be placed in their category is either 16 or the number of riders that receive conference points (whichever is greater).  The collegiate riders will be offered the same number of Conference points as a Road Race or Time Trial event.  The brackets are tried and true as they have been used in many Street Sprints in the past at other races; they are very similar to exhibition style Match Sprints.  [Please eat at our sponsor, Mazzio’s, on-site at the Street Sprints.]
The same categories will be offered as in the road race, but the heats will be alternated between categories to allow for more rest between category heats and time to know when your next heat will take place.  You will never race against riders of another category, but all categories will begin at 4:30 PM (all categories will do Round 1 before Round 2 begins for any category, etc).  For fun, we request that the winners of each of the Men’s races have a heads up sprint at the end and the winners of the Women’s races do likewise.   Bring some pocket money to get some food at our block party, enjoy the atmosphere, watch the racers’ speeds soar on our radar detector, and get ready to race.
A few more Street Sprints notes:   Directions and maps are provided on page #4
· You must register for the street sprints BEFORE the road race begins; there is no on-site street sprints registration at all!!!
· The heats in the first round will be posted shortly after the road race results are final.
· BYOT trainer warm-up area – this is where junior rollout will be also.
· If turnout is much higher than expected, some heats may have more than 4 riders (unlikely)
· Starter will judge for false starts.
· Once a heat has begun, there will not be stoppage for mishaps; if your equipment fails, you’re out of luck and will be placed last in your heat.
· No delays for flats or mechanicals, please immediately take care of your race equipment if a flat or mechanical occurs.
· Riders are required to ride in a straight line to the finish line during the race and must leave room on their right and left for other riders to pass, but drafting will be permitted if you have clearly been passed by a rider next to you.
· Blocking or ‘boxing’ another rider is not permitted whether among 1 team or multiple teams.
· Please pin your numbers on the right (American) and center (European).
· Road, BMX, a fixed gear with a working front brake, or mountain bike without bar-ends are acceptable.  No aero bars, aero equipment or disc wheels are acceptable.
· Riders will be “held” by holders with both feet on the pedals (just like a time trial start).
· Re-rides would be permitted only in exceptional cases at the discretion of the officials.
· Rule violations (an intentional flick, hands off the bars, etc.) will result in relegation or disqualification at the discretion of the officials.  Fault for another rider’s crash will result in disqualification … basically, let’s keep these clean and fun for everyone!

· A bell will be rung for 1 Hot Spot sprint point bonus near the midpoint of each race.  Hot Spot points of 3, 2, 1 will be awarded to the ‘top 3’ racers.
· The wheel Pit will be on the finishing straightaway.  Free laps will end with 5 minutes + 3 laps to go.
· We will prime it up all day with lots of cool stuff.
· Numbers will again be pinned on the right (American) and center (European).

	







Friday Night Registration / Check-in:
Midwestern State University’s Clark Student Center will be open for registration from 7 PM – 10 PM.  For GPS, the main university address is 3410 Taft Boulevard, and the Clark Student Center is on the corner of Council and Commanche (adjacent from the cycling statue on our campus).   See maps on page 5.
Road Race Directions:
From the south side of the MSU campus, turn east on Midwestern Parkway, follow Midwestern Parkway approximately 2.5 miles to the Henry S Grace Freeway (Highway 79 / 281).  Go south on the Henry S Grace Freeway  for about 0.5 miles.  Head east on Hatton Road and follow until you run into the start/finish area (less than 2 miles).  A map of the Road Race course can be found here.
Road Race Parking:
Please park in the grass, completely off the road near the start/finish area.
Street Sprints Directions:
The main campus address is 3410 Taft Boulevard, Wichita Falls, TX 76308.  The start of the street sprints will be near the corner of Hampstead and Council.  A map of the Street Sprints’ course can be found here.
Street Sprints Parking:
Parking for the street sprints will be available in the Dillard College of Business parking lot.  This is right by the start of the street sprints on the southwest side of the intersection of Council and Hampstead.
Criterium Directions:
The start finish of the criterium is only two blocks away from the street sprints’ finish line.  The start finish is on Wigwam, just west of Council.  A map of the Criterium course can be found here.
Criterium Parking:
Parking for the criterium would be best in the Library parking lot at the intersection of Wigwam and Council.  This can only be accessed by turning west on Wigwam from Taft Boulevard.  The other possible routes to this intersection will be blocked off for the course.  Other parking areas would also suffice, such as the Dillard parking lot used for the street sprints.
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
